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NON-COMPREHENSIVE LIST of “parks, public recreational areas, historical areas, 

or a resource or recreation management organization”: 

 

1.  PARKS:  Area of land for the enjoyment of the public, having facilities for rest 

and recreation, often owned, set apart, and managed by a city, state, local, 

regional or national entity. 

      Agencies or Departments such as (but not limited to): 

       A.  National Organizations – National Parks Service, Bureau of Land 

Management, U.S. Forest Service, Army Corp of Engineers, etc. 

       B.  State Organizations – State Parks, State Conservancies, State Colleges, Fish 

and Wildlife, CalFire, etc.   

       C.  Regional – Regional Parks Organization, Public Utilities Districts, etc. 

       D.  City – City Parks, Special Assessment Districts, etc. 

2.  PUBLIC RECREATIONAL AREA:  Protected areas or conservation areas open to 

the public where leisure activities can be done. 

        Agencies or Departments such as (see above under “PARKS”). 

3.  HISTORICAL AREA:  Sites that have historical or architectural significance. 

       Examples of Historical  Areas include (but are not limited to):  museums, 

historical sites, and landmarks, etc.  



4.  RESOURCE OR RECREATION MANAGEMENT ORGANIZATION:  Organizations 

dedicated to serving the needs of and advancing parks, recreation, and 

conservation. 

      Examples of qualifying experience include (but are not limited to):  land 

conservancies, organizations whose primary mission involves providing Park and 

Recreation services.
