
Supervisory capacity:  Refers to an assignment involving the planning, organizing, 
and oversight of staff responsibilities.  Includes the ability to understand questions 
asked and to respond appropriately, and the knowledge of planning techniques. 

Administrative Capacity:  Refers to an assignment involving the management of a 
program, including planning and overseeing the operations of said program, to ensure 
timely delivery of necessary program functions. 

Major phases of Right of Way include: 

 Appraisal 
 Acquisition (obtaining property rights) 
 Relocation assistance (business, residential, etc.) 
 Utility and Railroad coordination and/or relocation 
 Property management 
 Excess land disposal 
 Condemnation (exercising eminent domain)
